Similarly, Ehrlichiosis should be reported under the authority of #40 (Rickettsial diseases). Further, all disease outbreaks and/or unusual occurrences of disease are reportable within the Commonwealth. Finally, note that local jurisdictions may require reports of additional conditions not listed here within their jurisdictions.
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
